FoodCorps' mission is to
work with communities to
connect kids to healthy
food in school. Service
members spend one year
with teachers and students
to establish farm-to-school
programs, incorporate
nutrition education into
school curricula, plant
school gardens, and
engage in other initiatives
to improve school food.

A 2016 grant from C&S helped place four FoodCorps members in
Head Start centers in New Jersey, provided 3,700 books about
nutrition and healthy eating to 550 schools. We sponsored the
Victory Growers Award, and supported training programs for 205
FoodCorps service members.
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Programs like school breakfast and
lunch, afterschool and summer meals
help feed kids year round—effectively
turning schools into “Nutrition Hubs”
for millions of children. Schools

In August 2016, extended rainfall in
Louisiana led to record floods that
submerged more than 40,000 homes
and businesses, killed 13 people, and
stranded thousands without food, water,
or shelter. With C&S employees and a
distribution center in Hammond, LA, we
had a very compelling reason to help as
much as we could. C&S responded with
a financial contribution to support the
American Red Cross, which sent more than
1,000 volunteers to the scene along with
60 disaster response vehicles and nearly
40,000+ ready-to-eat meals.
